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Crime Rate: Crime data from the Uniform Crime Reporting Program (UCR) were used to evaluate this quality of life factor. The data reflect both violent and property crimes reported to police.  Crime rates are reported per 100,000 people.

Health Care Access: Access to health care improves the quality of life.[footnoteRef:1]  Obviously, a healthy population and workforce are factors determining the economic performance and development potential of a community.  The standard occupational codes were used to develop this comparative measure of health care access by MSA.  The number of jobs in the Healthcare Practitioners and Technical Occupations (SOC 29) and the Healthcare Support Occupations (SOC 31) were used to measure the size of the MSA’s health care sector.  The number of healthcare workers per capita was used as the indicator of health care access.  This is a comparative measure across MSAs. [1:  Office of Disease Prevention and Health Promotion, US. Department of Health and Human Services.] 


Culture and Recreation: The Arts, Entertainment, and Recreation sector (NACIS 71) includes a wide range of establishments that operate facilities or provide services to meet varied cultural, entertainment, and recreational interests of their patrons.  The number of jobs in the Arts, Entertainment, and Recreation sector per 1,000 people in the population were used as a comparative indicator of culture activities.

Accommodation and Food Services: The sector includes both accommodation and food services establishments because the two activities are often combined at the same establishment.[footnoteRef:2] Presumably, this sector is another quality of place indicator especially for the young urban professionals.  The abundance of restaurants and cultural attractions are magnets for a quality workforce.  the number of accommodation and food services jobs was converted into a per capita indicator and into an index number.   [2:  Bureau of Labor Statistics.] 


Poverty Rate: The U.S. Census measures people in poverty as the number of people who fall below a money income threshold that is based on family size and composition. The poverty rate was calculated as a per capita amount of the number of people in poverty per 1,000 people in the population.  

Housing Affordability: The housing affordability indicator was compiled from American Community Survey data by computing the ratio of median housing value to median household income by MSA.
